Take turns predicting how family members will answer the following questions. See who in your family 
seems to know the others best.

Favorite 
time of day? Preferred pizza topping? Favorite vegetable? Favorite sport team? Favorite number? Favorite 
way to eat eggs? Your shoe size?

Say: We don’t always know what other people think or feel—even if we know those people well. 
There’s always more to learn about our family members, and that’s true for our earthly family and the 
family of God. The Holy Spirit brings all Jesus-followers into God’s family, so we’ve got a whole lot of 
people to get to know better!
